_can be so fraced and invcked as to prevent or disccurage immoral, offensive sexual devi-
ations and obscenities from being openly flaunted before the eyes of those who may suc-
cumb to the imnate pewer of erotica. Sexual licentiousness is an internal threat to
society (see A. Toynbee's 'Study of History' and Dr. J. Unwin's 'Sex and Culture') and
this establishes the right of those in authority to prevent internal decadence by legis-
lation, with penalties prescribed (Just as for theft or murder).

It has been said that the Christian view cf evil is that 'it is a force which
drags down particular sections of society so that they seem to be sub-human'. The en-
closed pages from 'Netional Y' exhibit this sub-human, sex-addicted life-style which is
being rreopagated by A.U.S. in their determined attempt to introduce into Australian

Institutions idsologies and ways of living that are completely foreign to the bulk of
the Australian populaticn.

In 'An Essay on Liberation', Prof. Marcuse wrote -

‘Liberation would mean subversion against the will and against the
prevailing interest of the great majority of people.*

Likewise the counter-culture that A.U.S. is supporting and promoting is being
izposed by & minority against the will of the largely defenceless majority, from whom
fees are being compulsorily collected by the Administration on behalf of A.U.S. and
being used to finance the publishing of the minority-contrBII%d subversive 'National U',
which, i unchecked, will become an effective tool for imposing their disruptive will
over the rights of others, including students' parents and future employers!, both of
whom contritute much towards making tertiary education possible, and who expect and are
entitled to satisfaction without regrets.

-

The influence of the ideas and writings of Marcuse is contributing to the
disintsgration of the family end civilized society in many countries; and through
'National U' (including articles adapted from the 'Berkeley Barb! of California),
Marcuse's destructive peolicy is being put into -operation a% Q-1.T. by the A.U.S. It
should be noted that Marcusean pdlicy is totally destructive of civilized society, based
as it is on the antithesis of Freud's conclusions that sublimation of the sex instinct
provides the life-giving energy for society welfare, while sexual licence tends to de-
énergize the population.

Marcuse visualizes the disproportionate emergence of a self-indulgent, undis-
ciplined and unskilled section of society, which is just what is required for the purpose 1
of organized disintegration of the whole. Ré&cruitment for self-indulgence is far easier
than for self-discipline, and the Marcusean *'National U' is mobilizing the appetites of
the body for the destructive phase of a NMarxist revolution in Australia. In this respect
it places itself not only within the category of obscene printed matter being publicly
sold in contraventicn of Section 228 of the Queensland Criminal Code, but also aligns
itself with 'Playboy', of which it was stated in the judgment which unanimously upheld
the order prohibiting its distribution in Queensland -

(1) by chief Justice Mansfield - that the editorial 'Playboy Philosophy'
'tends tc emphasise the idea that inhibitions inm relation: to sexual
matters end to conventicnal sexual conduct end the open discussicn
thersof is cld-fashioned and obsolete...' and that he was 'satisfied
thet the publication has a tendency to deprave and corrupt.'

(2) by Judge Lucas - that 'In this example it appears that the encouragement
of seduction is elevated into the realms of a public service... These i
extracts are typical of the manner in which the magazine treats the |
question of promiscuous sexual reletions. Its attitude is cynical and
amoral. It has in my opinion the tendency to deprave and corrupt the
persons into whcse hands it is likely to fall, notwithstanding that
these persons are likely to be of higher order of education than average.*

Would not you agree that these descriptions could also be applied to the
'Netional U'? If distribution of 'Playboy' is prohobited in Queensland, then should not
2 ban also be epplied to 'National U'?
